(Japan), Wako University (Japan), Sungkonghoe University (Korea),
Ohio University (USA) and Tubingen University (Germany). Guest
educators from universities such as Tokyo University, Kyoto University,
Aichi University and The Open University of Japan frequently join
the voyages to lecture on their specialist subjects. Peace Boat holds
Special Consultative Status with the Economic and Social Council of
the United Nations.
